1. Repair small cracks & repaint—heavy damage in entry area

ELECTRICAL:

1. Overhead pull chain lights in hall & above side door

2. Switch at top of stairs for basement

3. Switch next to side door for outside light

4. No outlets

MISC:

1. Coat rack by side door

2. coat rack in hall by kitchen

3. Extra hand rail on stairs

FLOOR:

1. Brick floor, good condition

WALLS:

1. Open to floor joists—good condition

ELECTRICAL:

1. 1 pull chain light fixture

MISC:

1. Gas meter on S wall

2. Coal door needs securing

BASEMENT—BATHROOM

FLOOR:

1. Rough concrete, water damage present

2. Strip (muriatic acid?) & repaint

WALLS:

1. 3 sides wood, 1 brick

2. Resurface brick wall, repaint wood, strip existing wallpaper

CEILING:

1. Poor condition—drooping

2. Repair & refinish plaster

WINDOWS:

1. 1 window on W wall—fixed in place

ELECTRICAL:

2. 1 overhead pull chain

PLUMBING:

1. Toilet—upgrade or replace?

2. Sink—remove & replace

3. New hardware

· Remove wall between main room & pantry
